Stuart confirmed that Phill Preece and Mark Hill have both been voted in at the Chairman’s meeting as Assistant Chief Marshals.
3. Minutes of the 8.6.19 and 12.10.19 meetings were accepted as true records, proposed by Phill Preece (05-Southern) seconded by Kevin Holl (05- Southern).

5. Correspondence:
a. Email/letter from Paul Jones/Craig Stamp- North Western League: Re; Signing on of Marshals/drivers (this is on the Agenda for the Chairman’s meeting today) they would like to put forward a proposal as follows: - “At present if a driver is competing and marshalling, they need to sign on two separate signing on sheets. To help all clubs in the country, they are proposing to simplify the signing on process where once a driver is signed on to race, they are automatically signed on to marshal at the event”.

After a discussion it was confirmed that both signing on sheets must be used, i.e. Officials Sheet if officiating and if racing the appropriate class signing on sheet.

b. Email from Ray Wyeth: Discuss start line cross over / now called dangerous driving- Ray would like to see the cross over rule back and modify it- he suggests “ no cross over, lets say to the finish line marshal post, after that you can choose your line for the first corner”.

A very lengthy discussion took place on this subject, the majority in the room confirmed the rule to remain as it is – BUT it was decided for this to go back to clubs/leagues for discussion?

Start line at both Nationals: Stuart asked YD and R if they want to run the start line – both said yes, NASA team can assist if needed, all were in agreement.
b. Martyn Tinker, Safety Officers:-
Martyn spoke at length regarding the following, if you have any questions/ queries please speak to Martyn on 07836 266692 or email: Martyn.Tinker@national-autograss.co.uk
1. Insurance excess for 2020 will be £2,500 / Block Insurance for all clubs (this being discussed in Chairman’s meeting today;

2. Windscreen not covered by insurance;

3. If necessary, stone picking to be carried out at all race meetings;

4. Lynn asked could we all be kept informed if there are any incidents, so that we are aware of what is happening;
5. Pig netting / Heras fencing discussed;

6. Work Parties: all must sign on an officials sheet on a non race day i.e. at a work party, must have a licence to be able to do this;

7. If a club /league use outside contractors to work on their venue, they must have £5 million public liability insurance cover and sign on the IN3;

8. On a race day All Stallholders, PA, First Aiders, Paramedics etc. must sign on IN3 and supply Public Liability insurance;

9. Hi-vis / Overalls etc. discussed when working in holding lanes, start line;

10. Wire rope must be fixed on top of posts by 2 staples or nails – see document supplied for track construction;

11. Site plan – must be displayed at all entrances for all to see (Lynn Cooper to send Martyn information about an app that can be used to assist in pinpointing site location);
12. Driver with a medical condition: It was discussed by the room - place information inside drivers helmet on a card, sticker to be placed on outside of helmet to denote this info can be found inside the helmet?? ;

13. If a driver is taken away in the ambulance – their helmet must accompany them;

14. Incident on track – unless a car is on fire – please let the first aiders/ paramedic / doctor attend to the said driver – do not touch / move the driver;

15. New Junior Testing:  Scrutineers have the details regarding new juniors and testing / checking their cars(s);

16. Breathalysing:  Go back to leagues to discuss – Advisory:  All Marshals, Breakdown / Plant drivers must be breathalysed;
17. Officials operating plant / breakdown must be competent in operating said machinery, must sign on officials sheet;

18. See page 13, rule 4.4.13 “ No person under the age of 16 will be allowed to officiate/marshal on the track or start line area. A person between the age of 16 and 18 will be allowed to officiate/marshal, as long as he/she is accompanied by an experienced person over 18 years old, and with the specific approval of the Chief Track Marshal of the day.  A person between the age of 12 and 15 holding a NASA licence may officiate in areas other than the track or start line as long as he/she is accompanied by an experienced person over 18 years old.”

19. RT12 form and Track layout plan (applying for event permit): A number of clubs / leagues haven’t submitted these yet, apparently they should have been sent to NASA, i.e. Pat Patrick by 31 Jan) please let Pat have these by end of February, if you are holding one day and two day meetings you must send in two track layout forms as your layout may be different?
